The invocation was given by Melvin Scott and the pledge of allegiance by David Raese.
Tony Abbott moved that the minutes of the June 30 Executive Board Meeting be
approved as written. This motion was adopted.

President’s Remarks. John Ellingson Sr. is our new National Trustee and Lee
Thomasson our new State Color Guard Chairman. The Fall Leadership
Conference/Trustee Meeting is next week from September 27-29 in Louisville, Kentucky.
Voter ballots for the 2008 election of officers will be mailed out on November 15.

Officer Reports:

Chuck Waid reported that 18 applications are in the final
stages and 10 others are being worked.



Jim Lindley reported he has given each Chapter 25 copies of the
WASSAR History book 1895 to 2006 for selling to members.

Trustees. John Ellingson reported he and Melvin Scott will attend the Fall
Leadership Conference/Trustee Meeting.

Editor. Bob Doughty suggested and the Board agreed to edit out financial
information on future executive board minutes for The Washington Trail Newsletter and
to title the minutes “Summary of Executive Board Minutes.”

Committee Reports:

Constitution and Bylaws Committee. Committee Chair John Berg reported that
some comments came in late and a final report should be ready by the next meeting.

Audit Committee. Committee Chair Doug Nelson gave a final audit report and
said the WASSAR financial books are in order for the year ending December 31, 2006.

Flag. Committee Chair Fred Ramsey, being absent, sent his report to the
Secretary for reading.
